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ANNUAL EXAM
ORDINANCE NO. 82
MASTER OF ARTS CLASSICS EXAMINATION

1 The examination for the Degree of Master of Arts Classics shall consist of two parts-
@ The Previous Examination and
b The Final Examination.

2 A candidate who after taking his Bachelors Degree in Classics or Shastri or an
Examination of any Statutory University in India which has been recognized by the
University as equivalent to the Bachelors Degree in Classics of the University and has
completed a regular courses of study in the Teaching Department of the University or
in a college in the subject in which he offers himself for examination for one academic

year, shall be admitted to the previous Examination for the Degree of Master of Arts
Classics.

The Subject of the M. A. Previous Classics Examination will be that which the candidate
had already offered in his B.A. Classics Examination.

3 A candidate who, after passing the M.A. Classics Previous examination of the University

has conpleted a regular course of study for cne academic year in a teaching department
of the University or in an affiliated college shall be admitted to the Final Exemination
for the Degree of Master of Arts Classics in the subject in which he/she has passed
the previous Examination.
A candidate who has passed the previous Examination for the Degree of Master of Arts
Classics of another University may also be admitted to the Final Examination for the
Degree of Master of Arts Classics after dotaining necessary permisson from the Kulpati
Provided that he offered for his Previous Examination a course of study of an equivalent
standard with almost identical syllabus as is required for the Previocus Examination of
this University and has attended a regular oourse of study for one academic year in
a college affilliated to the University or a teaching degpartment of the University.

4 Besides regular students and subject to their ampliance with this Ordinance, Ex-students
and non -collegiate candidates shall be eligible for admission to the examination as per
porvision of Ordinance No. 6 relating to Examinations (General) .

Provided that in the subject where field work or practical work is prescribed only
such candidates will be permitted to appear as non-collegiate candidate who have
dbtained permission of the Head of the University Teaching Department or Principal of
the College teaching such subjects.

Provided that non-collegiate candidates shall be permitted to offer only such
subject/papers as are taught to the regular students at any of the University Teaching
Department or College.

A candidate securing 60% or more marks in the M. A. Classics Previous Examination
will ke eligible to offer ‘Dissertation' in lieu of ae of the gotiamal papers for the Fimal.
A regular candidate can offer dissertation with the permission of the Professor and Head
of Department of his Institution while a private candidate will have to secure the prior
permission in writing of any ane of the Professor of the subject working in an Institution
within the jurisdiction of the University and will work under supervision of that Professor
after dotaining prior permission of the University to that effect.

A candidate who has passed the M. A. Classics Examination of the University in any
subject shall be allowed to present himself for the M. A. Classics Examination in any
ae or more of the optional papers in that subject not taken by him at the said
examiration and if successful will be given a certificate to that affect.

No. candidate shall be allowed to offer more than two additional papers in any cne year.

For both the Previcus and Final jExamination a candidate will be declared successful
if he/she dotains atleast 36% of the aggregate marks in the subject. In subjects in
which both theory and practical examination are held an examinee must pass separately
in the Practical Examination dbtaining not less than 36% mark.

No division will ke assigned on the result of the Previocus Examination. The division
in which a candidate is placed shall be determined on the bassis of aggregate of marks
dbtained in both the M.A. Classics Previous and M.A. Classics Final Examination.

Successful candidates who cbtain 60 % or more of the aggregate marks shall be placed
in the first division, those dotaining less than 60% but not less than 48% in the second
division and all other successful candidates dotaining 1ess than 48% in the third division.
Candidates who have passed the M.A. Classics Examination of the University in any
subject in Third of Second Division and desire to appear at the M.A. Classics
Examination in the same subject for improving division may without attending regular
course of study in a College affiliated to the University or in a Teaching Department
of the University be allowed to appear at the aforesaid examination as non- collegiate
student on the following conditions -

[} There ghall be only two division for such candidates first division and second
division. The marks required for dbtaining these division shall be the same as
prescribed in this ordinance i. e. examinees who are successful in final of the
examination and have obtained 60% or more marks in the aggregate of previous
and final examination taken together shall be placed in the first division and
examinees who are successful in Final Examination and have obtained less than
60% but not less than 48% marks in aggregate of previous and final examination
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taken together shall be placed in the second division

i} The result of the candidates dbtaining less than 48% marks in the aggregate
of Previous and Final Examination taken together shall not be declared.

(i) Candidates shall have the option to appear at both the previcus and final
examination in the same year and for being successful at the examination, the
candidates shall cbtain 48% of the aggregate marks.

Provided that such candidates who opt to appear in previous and final
examination separately shall have to dbtain minimum agogregate required for the
previous examination but he will have to dbtain at least 48% in the aggregate
of Previocus and final examination taken together or else his result will be
cancelled.

@) The syllabus for the examination shall be same as prescribed for the year in
vwhich the examination is held.

Y] Not more than two attempts shall be allowed to such a candidate. Failure or
non-appearance at the examination after permission has been accorded by the
University shall be counted as an attempt.

Provided however such candidates who opt to appear at the previous and final
examination separately will be allowed only one attenpt at the previous
examination and two attempts at the final examination.

) Candidates who wish to avail the opportunity given in foregoing paras will have
to apply for permmission as required in the Ordinance relating to admission of
non collegiate students to the University examination along with regquisite
registratio fee.

fd) In case, a student improves his division under provision of this para, the fresh
degree will ke issued after cancelling his first degree.

1. Transitory provision - the repealed ordinance relating to Master of Arts Classics
examination shall remain effective till the examination of 1991 and this new
ordinance relating to Master of Arts Classics shall be applicable from the examination
of 1992.
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
