3. If the student has published paper(s) that has/have been included in the thesis should be
excluded while checking for Plagiarism.

4, Published Paper will also be checked for plagiarism. If any part of the paper is detected
under plagiarism has similarity with the text also included in the thesis will be referred as
plagiarism in the thesis.

5. The final Plagiarism report will be issued by the Library and will be forwarded to the
Chairman of the DRC of the respective subject.

6. The Plagiarism Verification Report, following its validation by the Chairman of the DRC of
the respective subject, will be appended by the student in his/her thesis.

7. The student must use following fonts while typesetting the synopsis and the thesis: (a)
For English (Times New Roman/ Arial); (b) For Hindi (Kriti Dev 010/ 011).

Integrated M.Sc. programme of CBS

Preamble

ti)

The Center for Basic Sciences (CBS) will offer 5-year integrated M.Sc.programs in
select areas of basic sciences. notablv, Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics, and
Biology that will be amenable to 12th graders. The cenier will also offer Integrated
PG-PhD program, Research-based PG and PhD alone programs that will be the
ultimate hallmark of the CBS.

The complete programme for Integrated M.Sc. will be for a duration of 10 semesters
in all leading to Master degree in any one of the following major subjects:

(i} Physics (11) Chemistry (111) Mathematics (iv) Biology

The programme of instruction will consist of (a) Core courses (compulsory), (b)
Elective courses (departmental), (¢) Elective courses (non departmental), (d)
Laboratory/Seminar/Mini Project, (¢) Project work and dissertation. The student
may be required to give one or more seminars and undergo industrial/ practical
training during the programme. The academic programmes in each semester may
consist of course work and/or project work as specified by the Academic Council.
The 5-Year Integrated M.Sc. programme will have a curriculum and syllabi for the
courses approved by the Academic Council. ,

Minimum Requirement to Keep Term in the Programme:

The student must earn credits at an average rate of 10 or more per semester for all
the completed semesters. failing to satisfy this requirement, the student will be
asked to leave the programme.

5. (1) The curriculum should be so drawn up so that the minimum number of credits for

successiul completion of the programme is not less than 100.

(2) Credits will be assigned to the courses based on the following general pattern:

(1) One credit for each one hour lecture.
(ii) One credit for each laboratory or practical session of two hours.
(ii1) Two credits for each laboratorv or practical session of at least four hours.
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(iv) Credit for the seminar. project work and industrial/practical training will be
as specified in the curriculum approved by the Board of Studies,

(3) A student will have 10 register in all the core courses hsted in the curriculum.

(4) Electives will have to be taken from the courses offered in that particular semes-
ter from among the list of approved courses as per the curriculum.

(5) A Student who has acquired the minimum number of total credits for the award
of the degree will not be permitted to register for more courses to improve his/
her cumulative grade point average.

(6) The medium of instruction, examination, and seminar & project reports will be
English.

6. The admission policy and procedure are as decided from time to time by the
Governing Council of the CBS, following the guidelines issued by Government of
Chhattisgarh and UGC.

(1) Reservation Policy as decided by the GC following the directives of Government
of Chhattisgarh and UGC will be followed.

(ii) The Post-graduate Admissions Committee constituted by the Chairman, Academic
Council will decide on the operational aspects of selection of candidates based on
the criteria laid down by the EC.

(i) Vacancies. if required to be filled up after the admission date will be decided by the
Chairman, Academic Council and reported to the EC for post-facto approval.

(iv) The fee structure is as decided by the Governing Council from time to time. The
mode of payment is as decided by the EC from time to time.

(v) Minimum duration of M.Sc. Degree Programme is 10 semesters. In any case, a
student must complete this programme within a period of 7 years.

(vi) Award of degree shall be made by the University in accordance with the
regulations framed by the EC of the University.

7. Candidates failing to appear or securing less than 10 grade points in any of the theory
course of semester examinations shall be allowed to pursue the courses for the Jnext
following semester and to appear at the examination simulitaneously in the course for
that semester and any course of the previous semester, which he/she has not cleared.
Failure in all the core courses. shall have to re-appear in the same papers. A.T.K.T.
provision shall be in three core courses of one semester & maximum three attempts
only ie. (1 main + 2 AT.K.T.). Failure to secure 10 grade points or to obtain
qualifying marks of 50% in each core course in two successive semester examinations,
in addition to main examination, shall if so facto disqualify a candidate for admission
to the next higher semester or for re-examination.

8. The examination and evaluation shall be on internal/external basis. The theory
papers may be examined externally up to 50% maximum. Practical examination
shall be conducted jointly by internal and external examiners.
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Y. The examinations for the first. third. fifth, seventh and ninth semesters shall ordinarily
be completed by the end of December and the examinations for the second. fourth.
sixth, eight and tenth semesters shali ordinarily be completed by the end of May each
vear.

10. The examination shall be held in all the subjects being offered by different
departments of CBS of Pt. Ravishankar Shukla University, Raipur.

1. Serutiny or Recounting of Marks- A candidate whose result has been declared
may apply to the Registrar for the scrutiny or recounting of his/her marks in the
prescribed form within 15 days of the declaration of the result, according to the
provision laid down in the related ordinance.

There shall be no provision of revaluation of answer books.

(1} A candidate who has registered for a course, but was not permitted to appear for
the end semester examination due to reasons including the shortage of attendance
will be awarded W grade with grade point 0 for the course. A candidate whose
result on any course is pending decision by appropriate body will be awarded I
grade for such courses. All I Grades will be converted to actual grades, normally
within a week after publication of results of the regular end semester examination.
Any I grade which is not converted to regular grade within the stipulated time will
be treated as F grade.

(2) A Student is deemed to have completed a subject successfully and earned the
credit if he/she secures any letter grade other than F, W or I.
A letter grade F in any subject implies failure in that subject.
A subject successfully completed cannot be repeated.

13. Methods of Awarding Grades;
(1) A final meeting of the class committee without the student members will be
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convened within fifteen davs afier the last day of the end semester examinatior.
The letter grades to be awarded to the students for different subjects will be
finalized at this meeting.

(2} Two copies of the result sheets for each subject coniaining the final grade and
two copies with absolute marks and the final grade should be submitted
by the teacher to the «concermned Class Committee Chairman. Afier
finalization of the grades at the Class Committee Meeting. one copy with thz
absolute marks and one without the absolute marks but having only the grades
will be forwarded by the Class Committee Chairman to the Registrar.

One copy with absolute marks and the final grade will be sent to the Head of
the Department.

14. Declaration of Results:
(1) The letter grades awarded to the students in each subject will be put up on the

departmental notice boards soon after the final class committee meeting. In case
a student feels aggrieved, he/she can contact the concerned teacher for a second
look at his/her performance but not later than two weeks from the commencement
of the semester following the announcement of the results. The student shall have
access to his/her answer paper/s in the end semester examination which may be
shown to himv/her by the teacher/s concerned. If the teacher feels that the case is
genuine he/she may re-examine and forward the revised grade, if any, to the Dean
through the Chairman of the Class Committee with justification for the revision
and with mtimation to the Head of the Department.

{(2) TheF grade once awarded stays in the record of the student and is deleted
when he/she completes the subject later, indicating also the numbers of attempts
made in that course. The CGPA will be accordingly revised deleting the “F” in
the earlier attempts in that course. The grade acquired by-the student later will be
indicated in the grade card of the appropriate semester. .

15. Course Repetition: A student securing ‘F’ or ‘W’ grade in any subject has to
repeat it compulsorily when offered next, if the subject is listed as a core subject. I”
it is an elective subject, the student has option either to repeat it in order to get &
successful grade or take another elective course.

16. Grade Card:
(1) The grade card issued at the end of the semester to each student will contain the
following:
a. the credits for each course registered for that semester
b. the performance in each subject by the letter grade obtained vide 13.(1)

(2) The Grade Point Average (GPA} will be caiculated by the formula

For the Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) a similar formula is used
except that the sum is over all the courses taken in all the semesters completed up
to the point in time, including those in which the student has secured F & W
grades.

(4) At the end of the M.Sc. degree Programme a consolidated grade card will be
1ssued to each student.

17. Class/Division: Classification is based on CGPA and 1s as follows:

If any student fails in theory paper or in practical he/she
can continue in the next semester and will be allowed to appear at
the ATKT to maximum 2 times in two papers.

Curriculum programme implementation, syllabus, assessment and
examination scheme shall be as per the NCTE norms and as
approved by Board of Studies.
