1. Core Committee:

2. Research Promotion Cell:

3. Review of CBCS (Choice Based Credit System):

The committee will review the CBCS system implemented by the University and

suggest different measures to be adopted by the University as a road map for its

implementation in real spirit.

4. lmplementation ofthe Outcome-Based Learning and Blended LearninB:

The committee will suggest the mechanism to identify the issues and initiative

required to develop and implement outcome based learning and blended mode of

learning in order to institutionalize the process in the University.

5. Develop mechanism to quantify the revision in the syllabus:

The University revises the syllabus from time to time but the mechanism to quantify

the same is not adopted so far. The committee will suggest and prepare the

guidelines for the Board of Studies of different subjects to quantify the percentage

change in the sylla bus.

6. Review of Examinations and Reforms:

The committee will highlieht the changes/modification s in the examination system

during the assessment period and prepare a note for the reform to be adopted by

the University in near future.

7. University - lndustry Partnership:

The committee will suggest effective mechanisms for the University-lndustry

Partnership. The committee will interact with different organizations like MSME,

Chamber of Commerce etc, and try to mobilize funds and resources for the

development of the University.
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8. Vision Committee:

The committee will review the existing vision document of the University and submit

a contemporary vision document for the consideration and adoption by the

U n iversity

9. Research and Consultancy:

The committee will sanitize all stakeholders about the research & consultancy and

promotion of paid consultancy and other issues related in this regard.

10. Alumni Association

The Alumni association will initiate efforts to prepare an exhaustive database,

prepare a list of Alumni achievers in the society and arrange regular meetings of

Alumni association. The efforts are also expected to mobilize the funds for the

lnstitution building.

11. MoU's and Collaboration:

The committee will collect the document of all existing MoU's and suggest a

mechanism to review the existing MoU's. The committee will also suggest measures

to initiate for the promotions culture of MoU's in the Sos/lnstitute.

12. Training and Placement cell:

The committee will submit a report with su88estions for the effective placement and

training of students and evolve a mechanism to connect with different prospective

employers.

13. Feedback Cell:

The NAAC has implemented a Student Satisfaction Survey (SSS) in the guidelines. The

committee will look after the Student Satisfaction Survey related issues and sensitize

the students for their effective participation in the online Student Satisfaction Survey

(SSS) after the submission of SSR. The committee will also continue with the

feedback analysis of the stakeholders.

14. Maintenance and development of infrastructure:

The total campus development plan will be prepared by the committee for the

consideration by the U niversity.
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15. Renewable energy and green audit Cell:

The committee will initiate effort to institutionalize the mechanism for green and

energy audit and coordinate the implementation of renewable energy in the

campus.

16. lncubation Centre:

The committee will develop the Policy required for effective implementation and

establishment of the incubation centre.

17. AqAR Committee:

The committee already submitted AOAR 2018-19 and is under process of submission

of AQAR 2O!9-2O and the same is expected within a month's time. The committee

will prepare AQAR for 2O2O-21in the month of July-August and coordinate with the

SSR committee, to ensure any conflict of data.

The committed is under the process of submission of data for 201,9-20

19. SSR Committee:

The committee will prepare the draft of SSR and other relevant documents for the

timely submission of the same. The committee will sensitize all the stakeholder for

data management/ Proper documentation and submission of the same to IQAC.
