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ORDINANCE No.89

POST GRADUATE DIPLOMA IN CLINICAL BIOCHEMISTRY

The course of Post-graduate Diploma in Clinical Biochemistry shall be of

one year duration to be divided in two Semesters.

It shall be under the self-financing scheme of the University which shall prescribe the

course fee, etc. from time to time and no relaxation in fee for any category of students.

A candidate who has obtained any of the following P.G. Degrees from a

duly recognised University shall be eligible for admission, subject to the

availability of seats:-

1. M.Sc. Biochemistry

2. M.Sc. Biosience

3. M.Sc. Microbiology

4. M.Sc. Zoology (with a course in Biochemistry)

5. Bachelor's or higher degree in Medicine/Ayurveda.

As far as possible not more than fen candidates be admitted to this course

in a particular year.

The teaching programme shall be carried out in English Medium only and

on all working days of the week as per the schedule notified by the

department concerned. Every student enrolled for this course shall be

required to attend alleast 7 syo of the total classes in each semester.
