
DRAFT ORDINANCE No.90

MASTER OF SCIENCE IN FORESTRY WILD LIFE EIIVIRONMENT
AND EOO DEYELOPMENT

The Master Degree of Science in Forestry Wild Life Environment and Eco

Development shall be instituted in the University.

2. OQjective of tfu Course

(l) To import higher education in the area of Forestry and Eco Development.

(ii) To prepare the students to look into the Forest Environment and Eco

development scientifi cally.

(Duratiot of tfiz (ourse

The Post Graduate Degree may be run on full time basis. For a full time regular

student this course will be of two academic years and each year consisting of two

semesters. This course has been - designed to serve as a professional education and

training for young graduates aspiring for careers in Forestry & Environment.
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4. Atmission

(D A person who has obtained Bachelor's Degree in Science ofthis University, or

any other University recognised by the University with atleast 50olo marks in

the aggregate (5o/o concession in aggregate for SC/ST) will be eligible.

(ii) A candidate for Post Graduate Degree shall not be permitted to join any other

course except Certificate, Diploma Course in language of this Universify with

the prior permission of Kulpati. Employed candidates will have to submit ,No

Objection Certificate' from their employer to the effect ofjoining this course.

The candidate, who is a Medical,/Legal/Tax Practicenor or is practicing C.A.,

or engaged in any other private practice profession, shall not be eligible for

admission.
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(iii) Only those candidates will be permitted to Second,/Third./Fourth Semesters

class, who have been declared successful at the previous semesters

examination.

Attzatattce

Every student enrolled for this course shall be required to attend atleast 7 syo of the

total classes in each semesters.

6. lE4amirutian

(r) The examination for the FirsVThird Semester shall ordinarily be held in the

month of November and for the Second./Fourth. Semester shall ordinarily be

held in the month of April on the dates as may be fixed and notified by the

Registrar.

(iD Failure in one paper means failure in full Semester. Ex-student will be required

to appear in all papers of the semester in which he/she has failed. Only one

chance will be given to appear as an Ex-student.

(iiD Only those candidates will be permitted to appear at rhe Second Semester

Examination who have been declared successful in the First Semester

Examination.

(i") Candidates declared unsuccessful in the First/Second, Third/Fourth Semester

Examination shall be allowed to appear at the corresponding semester

examination the next academic year only once, as an ex-student.

(") Minimum pass marks in each paper will be 36yo and in
Practicals/SessionaVField Reports will be 50% Division shall be awarded as

under :-

50olo and above, but less than 60% ...Second Division

6O%o and above, First Division

(ri) Practical Examination shall be conducted by a board consisting of an extemal

examiler and an intemal examiner.
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(viD The students will be required to conduct a rigorous field work and field survey,

which shall be mandatory, after the site and topic of the field work decided and

approved by the Head of the Department. The field work will be conducted

under the supervision of Teachers authorised by the Head of the department,

on the basis of field report, will be prepared and submitted in three typed

copies atleast 15 days before the commencement of the Second Semester

Examination in case of field survey and Fourth Semester Examination in case

of field work. the report shall be submitted only when the Supewisor or Head

of the department certifies that it is worthy of consideration in partial

fulfillment of the M.Sc. Degree.

(viii) The field survey report/field work report shall be jointly evaluated and the viva

voce thereon shall be conducted by the supervisor and the extemal examiner

under the Chairmanship of the Head of the Deparhnent. In the absence of the

supervisor, the Head ofthe Department shall act as an internal examiner, but in

the absence ofthe both, Kulpati may appoint a teacher whom so ever he deems

fit.

7 . flliscelkncotts

(D The scope ofthe subject shall be as indicated in the syllabus

(ii) The medium of Instruction and examination shall be either in Hindi or English.

The candidates will have the option to write answers in any of the above

languages.

(iii) This Ordinance is subject to amendments as per the provisions of the Act,

Statutes, Ordinance, Regulations in force from time to time. The Ordinance

No. 5.6.7 of this University shall be applicable to all those matters/provisions

which have not been covered under this Ordinance.
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(D Out of total seats, one seat shall be reserved for the ward (Son/Daughter,4Vife)

of the University Employee, subject to clearance and merit in the entrance

examination, conducted by the University, prepared separately for this.

(ii) One seat shall be reserved as Kulpati, Chair for which selection shall be made

by the Kulpati, subject to fulfillment of admission conditions.

Unsuccessful candidates in any examination will be able to appear in the next

examination with other students as ex-student.
